Statement of Interest

On a separate piece of paper, type a statement (max 300 words) addressing why you want to be a child life specialist and why you are pursuing a child life internship at the Children’s Hospital of Michigan.  

A complete internship application contains the following:

1) Child Life Council’s Common Internship Application (including a minimum of 120 hours of volunteer work with children)

2) Statement of interest 

3) Current resume

4) Official university transcript (must have a minimum GPA of a 3.0)
5) Three letters of recommendation (all professional).  Letters must be written on official letterhead and enclosed in signed and sealed envelopes. 
6) Copy of Course Work Review from the Child Life Council (Note that reviews are not conducted during the month of May.  Please plan accordingly). 

7) $25 application fee (make checks payable to Children’s Hospital of Michigan)
